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Michael Grebe, president and CEO of the Lynde and 
Harry Bradley Foundation in Milwaukee, has been 
named the chairman of Milwaukee County Executive 
Scott Walker's campaign for governor in 2010. 

Grebe served on the Bradley Foundation board of 
directors for six years before being named as president. 
Prior to joining the conservative foundation, Grebe was 
the chairman and CEO of Foley & Lardner, one of 
the country's largest law firms, where he was a partner 
for more than 25 years.
