A federal judge, or any other government official, is required as part of the judge's mandatory administrative duties, to receive any offer of information of a federal crime. If that judge blocks such report, that block is a felony under related obstruction of justice statutes, and constitutes a serious offense.
Upon receiving such information, the judge is then required to make it known to a government law enforcement body that is not themselves involved in the federal crime.
 
FRAUD UPON THE COURT
In the United States, when an officer of the court is found to have fraudulently presented facts to court so that the court is impaired in the impartial performance of its legal task, the act, known as "fraud upon the court", is a crime deemed so severe and fundamentally opposed to the operation of justice that it is not subject to any statute of limitation.
 Officers of the court include: Lawyers, Judges, Referees, and those appointed; Guardian Ad Litem, Parenting Time Expeditors, Mediators, Rule 114 Neutrals, Evaluators, Administrators, special appointees, and any others whose influence are part of the judicial mechanism.
 "Fraud upon the court" has been defined by the 7th Circuit Court of Appeals to "embrace that species of fraud which does, or attempts to, defile the court itself, or is a fraud perpetrated by officers of the court so that the judicial machinery can not perform in the usual manner its impartial task of adjudging cases that are presented for adjudication". Kenner v. C.I.R., 387 F.3d 689 (1968); 7 Moore's Federal Practice, 2d ed., p. 512, ¶ 60.23
 In Bulloch v. United States, 763 F.2d 1115, 1121 (10th Cir. 1985), the court stated "Fraud upon the court is fraud which is directed to the judicial machinery itself and is not fraud between the parties or fraudulent documents, false statements or perjury. ... It is where the court or a member is corrupted or influenced or influence is attempted or where the judge has not performed his judicial function --- thus where the impartial functions of the court have been directly corrupted."
What effect does an act of “fraud upon the court” have upon the court proceeding? “Fraud upon the court” makes void the orders and judgments of that court.

A federal judge, or any other government official, is required as part of the judge's mandatory administrative duties, to receive any offer of information of a federal crime. If that judge blocks such report, that block is a felony under related obstruction of justice statutes, and constitutes a serious offense.
Upon receiving such information, the judge is then required to make it known to a government law enforcement body that is not themselves involved in the federal crime.
 
FRAUD UPON THE COURT
In the United States, when an officer of the court is found to have fraudulently presented facts to court so that the court is impaired in the impartial performance of its legal task, the act, known as "fraud upon the court", is a crime deemed so severe and fundamentally opposed to the operation of justice that it is not subject to any statute of limitation.
 Officers of the court include: Lawyers, Judges, Referees, and those appointed; Guardian Ad Litem, Parenting Time Expeditors, Mediators, Rule 114 Neutrals, Evaluators, Administrators, special appointees, and any others whose influence are part of the judicial mechanism.
 "Fraud upon the court" has been defined by the 7th Circuit Court of Appeals to "embrace that species of fraud which does, or attempts to, defile the court itself, or is a fraud perpetrated by officers of the court so that the judicial machinery can not perform in the usual manner its impartial task of adjudging cases that are presented for adjudication". Kenner v. C.I.R., 387 F.3d 689 (1968); 7 Moore's Federal Practice, 2d ed., p. 512, ¶ 60.23
 In Bulloch v. United States, 763 F.2d 1115, 1121 (10th Cir. 1985), the court stated "Fraud upon the court is fraud which is directed to the judicial machinery itself and is not fraud between the parties or fraudulent documents, false statements or perjury. ... It is where the court or a member is corrupted or influenced or influence is attempted or where the judge has not performed his judicial function --- thus where the impartial functions of the court have been directly corrupted."
What effect does an act of “fraud upon the court” have upon the court proceeding? “Fraud upon the court” makes void the orders and judgments of that court.

Further, the NYAG is a NAMED defendant in my Federal Lawsuit and as such must follow the Attorney Conduct Codes, the Rules Regulating the NYAG and Law in removing conflicts and preventing violations of Attorney Conduct Codes, Public Office Violations and Law and whereby once Connell was cognizant that the NYAG was a named defendant for other reasons than the conflict already described, should have sought representative counsel for their offices and again told the state defendants in my lawsuit to seek non-conflicted counsel, yet again, Connell ignored all conflict rules and regulations to continue the block of my due process rights through Obstruction of Justice and other violations of Public Office Rules, Attorney Conduct Codes and Law.  
 
Finally, Connell acting as counsel for the New York Supreme Court Appellate Division First Department and the NY Supreme Court Appellate Division First Department - DDC failed to have complaints filed with her clients, against other defendants, moved to a non conflicted third party as arranged with me, to prevent further conflicts and violations of public offices.  Instead her clients, the First Department DDC handled the complaints she was to move, not only against other defendants but against the AG's office and members of the AG Office, creating further conflicts of interest, violations of Public Office Rules and Regulations and Law, requiring further complaints against her codefendant clients Roy Reardon and Alan Friedberg of the First Department DDC.
 
In my opinion, and I am not a lawyer, Monica Connell has violated all of the following Attorney Conduct Codes and Law, including but not limited to, Penal Code §195.00, NY Executive Law: § 63, Public Officers Rule 17 (2)(b),

Judicial Cannons 
Canon 1.  A Judge Should Uphold the Integrity and Independence of the Judiciary  







[1.1] Deference to the judgments and rulings of courts depends upon public confidence in the integrity and 
independence of judges. The integrity and independence of judges depends in turn upon their acting without fear or 
favor. Although judges should be independent, they must comply with the law, including the provisions of this 
Code. Public confidence in the impartiality of the judiciary is maintained by the adherence of each judge to this 
responsibility. Conversely, violation of this Code diminishes public confidence in the judiciary and thereby does 
injury to the system of government under law. 


Canon 2. A Judge Should Avoid Impropriety and the Appearance of Impropriety in All Activities 
(A) A judge shall respect and comply with the law and shall act at all times in a manner that promotes public 
confidence in the integrity and impartiality of the judiciary. 
[2.2][2A] The prohibition against behaving with impropriety or the appearance of impropriety applies to both the 
professional and personal conduct of a judge. Because it is not practicable to list all prohibited acts, the proscription 
is necessarily cast in general terms that extend to conduct by judges that is harmful although not specifically 
mentioned in the Code.  Actual improprieties under this standard include violations of law, court rules or other 
specific provisions of this Code. The test for appearance of impropriety is whether the conduct would create in 
reasonable minds a perception that the judge’s ability to carry out judicial responsibilities with integrity, 
impartiality and competence is impaired. 
 


Canon 3. A Judge Should Perform the Duties of the Office Impartially and Diligently 
(B) Adjudicative responsibilities. 
(l) A judge shall be faithful to the law and maintain professional competence in it. A judge shall not be swayed by 
partisan interests, public clamor or fear of criticism. 
(2) A judge shall require order and decorum in proceedings before the judge. 
(D) Disciplinary responsibilities. 
(1) A judge who receives information indicating a substantial likelihood that another judge has committed a 
substantial violation of this Part shall take appropriate action. 
(2) A judge who receives information indicating a substantial likelihood that a lawyer has committed a substantial 
violation of the Code of Professional Responsibility shall take appropriate action. 
(3) Acts of a judge in the discharge of disciplinary responsibilities are part of a judge's judicial duties. 
 
(E) Disqualification. 
(1) A judge shall disqualify himself or herself in a proceeding in which the judge's impartiality might reasonably be 
questioned 
[3.11][3B(6)(e)] A judge may delegate the responsibilities of the judge under Canon 3B(6) to a member of the 
judge’s staff. A judge must make reasonable efforts, including the provision of appropriate supervision, to ensure 
that Section 3B(6) is not violated through law clerks or other personnel on the judge’s staff. This provision does not 
prohibit the judge or the judge’s law clerk from informing all parties individually of scheduling or administrative 
decisions. 
[3.21][3E(1)] Under this rule, a judge is disqualified whenever the judge’s impartiality might reasonably be 
questioned, regardless whether any of the specific rules in Section 3E(1) apply. For example, if a judge were in the 
process of negotiating for employment with a law firm, the judge would be disqualified from any matters in which 
that firm appeared, unless the disqualification was waived by the parties after disclosure by the judge.  
[3.22][3E(1)] A judge should disclose on the record information that the judge believes the parties or their lawyers 
might consider relevant to the question of disqualification, even if the judge believes there is no real basis for 
disqualification.

3. The envelope must be marked “COMPLAINT OF DISABILITY” or                  
“COMPLAINT OF  MISCONDUCT,” and  must not show the name of  any               
judge (for further information see Rule 6(e)).


4. The Statement of Facts should not be longer than 5 pages (five sides).
