Iviewit is an American technology corporation with patents pending and in suspension.  The patent pending applications are pending ongoing investigations at the USPTO, USPTO-OED, FBI, SBA, international patent authority and others of alleged crimes committed by former counsel and others.  

Eliot I. Bernstein started a technology company Iviewit, Inc. and the company was off to an amazing start right from the first investors that were on the scene. Seed capital was provided by H. Wayne Huizenga and H. Wayne Huizenga Jr. of Blockbuster, Waste Management and the Dolphins fame.  Later joined by investors from Goldman Sachs, Ellen DeGeneres, Alanis Morissette the company went on to strike technology deals with Real 3D (a consortium of Intel, Silicon Graphics, Inc. and Lockheed Martin, later wholly acquired by Intel), Sony, AOLTW, AOLTW / Warner Bros., Hyatt, Hollywood.com and many more. Subsequent rounds of funding included Crossbow Ventures who was majority funded by SBIC loans. These loans make the SBA one of the largest owners in the company intellectual properties. Iviewit was on the way to a final raise before going public with Wachovia Securities who had put out a Private Placement Memorandum [http:www.iviewit.tv/CompanyDocs/wachovia1.pdf] .  The technologies were validated by Real 3D, Inc. a company composed of Intel, Lockheed Martin and Silicon Graphics (immediately after learning of the Iviewit inventions, Intel bought Real 3D, Inc. and heralded by leading experts worldwide as the "Holy Grail" inventions of the digital imaging and video world.  Patent counsel from Proskauer Rose, LLP, Kenneth Rubenstein, was counsel for Iviewit, a shareholder of Iviewit and a Board member, while also holding title as counsel for MPEGLA, LLC, a patent pool involved in multimedia standards. 

At this time in 2000, Crossbow Ventures requested an audit be conducted by then sound Arthur Andersen, the leading accounting firm of the world at that time. Andersen found evidence that fraud was being committed in the formation of illegal companies. Andersen found companies that were identically and similarly named to the Iviewit companies but with unknown shareholders at that time. Later, the United States Patent & Trademark Office would confirm that Iviewit intellectual properties had gone into companies that were not what patent counsel to the company had stated to investors and shareholders.

Crossbow Ventures CEO, Stephen Warner (who prior to co-founding Crossbow served as president, chief executive officer, and co-founder of Merrill Lynch Venture Capital, Inc.)[5] has filed in connection with the Iviewit inventors, charges of fraud upon the United States Patent & Trademark Office, upon learning of the possible thefts of the intellectual properties by Iviewit former counsel and accountants. Those charges have led the Commissioner of Patents to file suspensions for certain of the intellectual properties [6] pending ongoing investigations by the USPTO Commissioners Office. Special Agent Stephen Luchessi of the Federal Bureau of Investigation has begun working with Harry I. Moatz, Director of the USPTO - Office Of Enrollment & Discipline ("OED"); relating to the federal crimes against the USPTO, the United States and foreign intellectual property organizations; all also crimes in violation of international trade and commerce treatises. Luchessi has taken the matters to the United States Attorney's Office for the Southern District of Florida.

While the fate of the patents worldwide is unknown pending investigations, it is known that under Article 1, Section 8, Clause 8, of the United States Constitution, it will be upon Congress ultimately to protect the rights of the inventors. Will the new 110th Congress, in efforts to quash the "culture of corruption" that has seized America, make every effort to return the stolen intellectual properties to the true and proper inventors? Especially where the crimes were committed by registered patent attorneys working under the federal and international patent bars, violating the Patent Act that Congress had established to protect the inventor rights. Instead the system that was to protect them instead is on trial for attempting to steal them. Former CEO, P. Stephen Lamont has filed with Rep. Nita Lowey in concern for his personal shareholdings with the companies to investigate the thefts of the intellectual properties. Lowey has forwarded the matters for investigation to Chairman of the Energy and Commerce Committee, John Dingell.

The investigatory years to present
The inventions by Bernstein, et. al. are currently under a host of federal and international investigations. Much of the intellectual property is currently in suspension by the United States Patent & Trademark Office Commissioner, while investigations continue into alleged crimes against the United States Patent & Trademark Office and other federal, state and international governmental agencies.
