The date of entry of the final judgment sought to be reviewed is November 20, 2017 (AND WE APPEALED EVERY ORDER IN THE CASE IN THE NOTICE OF APPEAL) ; the order granting summary judgment was entered March 3, 2015, both a United States District Judge. The appeal is from an order and final judgment that (attempted to settle all claims but without Eliot as a necessary party involved in the settlement as he was dismissed on Summary Judgement based on a fraudulent claim to the Court that he was not a beneficiary with standing) adjudicated all of the claims with respect to all parties, and no parties or issues remain in the District Court. Appellant did not file a motion for new trial or alteration of the judgment.
