Eliot Ivan Bernstein is an American inventor and businessman who developed many devices which greatly influenced digital imaging and video content creation and transmission worldwide.  Bernstein was the first inventors to apply scaling formulas to the processes of image and video transmissions to allow transmissions of high quality, low bandwidth video and imaging, enabling the Internet to become a high quality multi-media medium, where it had been severely limited prior.  The search for a video solution was deemed the search for the “holy grail” prior to Bernstein’s scaling technologies and the inventions were heralded as being such grail by leading technologists worldwide and likened to digital electricity.

Early life

Born in 1963 in Park Ridge, IL., Bernstein went on to graduate the University of Wisconsin, Madison with a Bachelors of Science in Psychology and a minor in Astronomy.  Bernstein was an avid magician as a child and was titled “Ivan the Great” for his performances throughout grade school and high school.  During this period he was also a photographer and it was the combination of all these elements of his early life that lent a hand in the inventions he developed.  In fact, he was often found claiming the inventions were merely magic tricks, whereby the human mind was tricked into seeing full screen video, when it was actually only a fraction of full-screen.
While attending the University of Wisconsin, Madison and to pay his tuitions, Bernstein started an insurance agency, selling his family’s proprietary insurance plans to high net worth individuals and large corporations.  Bernstein then left the insurance business to work with Rock-It Cargo, USA, Inc. helping divest sales to corporate markets for the company whose business had primarily been focused on shipping rock and roll bands since the early 1970’s.

After working with Rock-It Cargo, Bernstein was working on multi-media presentations for the insurance industry when the Internet was born.  Bernstein had been waiting for such an invention as the Internet to launch a new invention, the “Thought Journal”, whereby children worldwide could work together to solve problems facing them worldwide, together as one children.  The Internet provided the medium for the togetherness but was limited due to bandwidth constraints in providing high quality images for virtual world imaging and video.  The images and video of the early Internet was degraded so much so as to make it unusable in such medium.  In need of video and imaging to make the Internet “Thought Journal” work to bring the kids further as one, Bernstein felt that the only way to break down the thousands of years of differences created by religions, etc. would be if the kids could see each other globally, become visually connected.  The feeling that being connected and seeing each other, would make it harder for the children to later bomb each other.  
Working with a group of technology kids, in the face of insurmountable odds of failure, Bernstein and his team did what thousands of engineers worldwide had given up on, claiming that it was mathematically impossible to get high bandwidth images and video through the Internet’s limited bandwidth, they succeeded at delivering full-screen, full frame video at an amazing 56kbps.  Despite the mathematics, Bernstein and his team used the brain to replace compression, their idea for video saving an unprecedented 75% of bandwidth versus prior compression methodologies such as MPEG.  The idea hinged on the ability to transmit a small video through the Internet that was later extrapolated or “scaled” on the user end back to full screen, thereby tricking the human mind into believing that it was seeing the video full-screen.  This concept also saved an equally astonishing 75% of computing power necessary to create the video, opening the way for next generation high end video and imaging such as HD-DVD and others.  Without the video inventions, not only would Internet video be impossible but other forms of low bandwidth video such as video cellphones, video i-pods and pda’s would also have not been feasible.  Cable companies saw an instant 75% increase in their pipes, increasing the amount of programming they could transmit to users by such immense amounts.  Scaling video was the first change in video creation and transmission since the invention of interlaced video which saved television in the beginning from its original bandwidth constraints.  Strangely enough, interlacing video was also credited to a psychologist.  Bernstein’s inventions now can be used to improve interlaced video or entirely replace it.  
Prior to the video inventions, Bernstein and his team were also successful at developing low resolution images, such as JPEG, that could perform zoom and pan like they were super high resolution images.  These low resolution images could be zoomed on far greater than before removing most of the pixel distortion that was inherent in low resolution images, since they were low resolution images they could be easily used on the Internet to improve virtual imaging and overall image quality.  This advent led to digital zoom being possible on digital camera’s, x-ray devices, satellite images (like those for Google Maps), simulators, games and virtually any display device.

On January 17th, 1997 Bernstein married Candice Stomp, whom he had dated for three years. They had three children,
