	TITLE 5 > PART III > Subpart B > CHAPTER 33 > SUBCHAPTER II > § 3331 Oath of office  An individual, except the President, elected or appointed to an office of honor or profit in the civil service or uniformed services, shall take the following oath: “I, AB, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support and defend the Constitution of the United States against all enemies, foreign and domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same; that I take this obligation freely, without any mental reservation or purpose of evasion; and that I will well and faithfully discharge the duties of the office on which I am about to enter. So help me God. 

	Please be aware you are being recorded, as my servant you have already given me permission to record you and anything you say can and will be used against, both in your private capacity and in your public capacity.

	Job Description:  PROTECT THE CONSTITUTION FROM ALL ENEMIES.

	You are summarily dismissed without benefit of any type.  Your misconduct is a high misdemeanor and may be charged for treason. You can never hold an office of public trust or profit again. YOU ARE FIRED! 

	You have sworn not to violate the Constitution of the United States of America. TITLE 5§  3331, Unless you can provide me with the witness against me, which as a public servant you can not do. 

	TITLE 18 > PART I > CHAPTER 93 > § 1918 Disloyalty and asserting the right to strike against the Government

Whoever violates the provision of section 7311 of title 5 that an individual may not accept or hold a position in the Government of the United States or the government of the District of Columbia if he— 

(1) advocates the overthrow of our constitutional form of government; 

(2) is a member of an organization that he knows advocates the overthrow of our constitutional form of government; 

(3) participates in a strike, or asserts the right to strike, against the Government of the United States or the government of the District of Columbia; or 

(4) is a member of an organization of employees of the Government of the United States or of individuals employed by the government of the District of Columbia that he knows asserts the right to strike against the Government of the United States or the government of the District of Columbia; shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than one year and a day, or both.

	A high crime is equal to a felony & a felony is any term greater than 1 year. 

	TITLE 18 > PART I > CHAPTER 101 > § 2071. Concealment, removal, or mutilation generally

(a) Whoever willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, or destroys, or attempts to do so, or, with intent to do so takes and carries away any record, proceeding, map, book, paper, document, or other thing, filed or deposited with any clerk or officer of any court of the United States, or in any public office, or with any judicial or public officer of the United States, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both.  (b) Whoever, having the custody of any such record, proceeding, map, book, document, paper, or other thing, willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, falsifies, or destroys the same, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both; and shall forfeit his office and be disqualified from holding any office under the United States. As used in this subsection, the term “office” does not include the office held by any person as a retired officer of the Armed Forces of the United States.

Federal Rules of Civil Procedure Rule  5.1. Constitutional Challenge to a Statute - Notice, Certification, and Intervention

(a) Notice by a Party.

A party that files a pleading, written motion, or other paper drawing into question the constitutionality of a federal or state statute must promptly:   (d) No Forfeiture.

A party’s failure to file and serve the notice, or the court’s failure to certify, does not forfeit a constitutional claim or defense that is otherwise timely asserted.
